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Why This Session Matters ?

• Clinical trials = engine of innovation → but not inclusive enough

• Result: validated in 'ideal' patients → not scalable to real-world
care.

The data obtained better reflect real-world clinical practice, and the
recommendations will be more relevant for all patients with cancer, not just
for an 'ideal' minority.
